The Treasurers report was given. We have a total of $21,544.00 in the bank at this time.  This report was approved.  No Secretary’s report was given due to the fact of being absent from September’s meeting.
Old Business discussed included the Value Place project update.  We believe the developer is no longer interested.  Investors have pulled out per a report from Charles Love.  The Storage Place project is presently on hold.  Charles also reported on a damaged lane sign.  A new sign will cost $1800.00 and relocating (raising it up higher) one sign near the middle school is $200.00.  The arrangement with the city was that we would pay the first $500.00, and they would pay the balance. The Water Management District budget if $70,000.00.  We would like to use this money for signage at the end of each canal, possibly on the point of each sea wall.  This item will be mentioned in the next newsletter and be discussed at the General Meeting.
